We want to keep you in the loop of what is going on in Hanoi. This week Allan and Steve 
(Winkelman, the Founding Head of School) had meetings with two different Ministry of Education 
(MOET) officials. Both meetings went quite well. The government removed some impossible bar-
riers but also added more requests – more defined curriculum, guaranteed accreditation docu-
ments and background checks from the U.S. There have been some problems with foreign 
schools in the recent past and MOET had been blamed for not doing enough research. Thus, 
they are requesting a great deal of details to check us out before giving approval for Concordia 
Hanoi. 
Prayer requests for: 
1. Government approval of Concordia Hanoi. 
2. People in Vietnam in the path of Typhoon Ketsana. 
3. Complete recovery of Steve’s daughter Lizzie from Strep Throat. 
4. Locating an appropriate temporary building in which to begin the school. 
5. Locating land for a permanent location. 
6. Teachers and administrators who will come to teach and serve in Hanoi. 
We are truly grateful to each of you for your continuing support of this mission project in Vietnam.
