in Siloam Springs, Arkansas

In March 2008, Faith Lutheran Church in BentonyidR established a preaching station in Siloamr&s;i AR.

The small gathering of people numbered only twelveé met in a donated space in a local restauraSuaday
evenings. The mission was established under thmipeethat it would have to pay its own way and graneri-
cally. The hope was that it would become a selfgsuiing Missouri Synod Lutheran church. The newrchu

plant continued to grow, paid its own way and moteed small chapel in another church, where it hdggay

rent for the one night a week it met.

Faith Lutheran Church in Bentonville becamefdtaze! Covenant Congregatiamthe fall of 2008. The Siloam
mission applied for aAblaze!grant, completing &ne Plandocument according to the requirements of the
Ablaze!program. The mission at Siloam Springs at that tiae grown to approximately 30 people, averaging 20
people in a weekly worship service

TheOne Planfor Christ Lutheran Church in Siloam Springs was
approved for $50,000 in the spring of 2009. Theoageanying
grant was received in four equal payments. Theifghftom Fan
into Flame allowed the mission at Siloam to move into its own
rented facility.

This proved to be the catalyst for growth and ntrgisnpact in the
community. Because of the funding frdfan into Flameto this
new mission start (how known as Christ LutheranrChuhas
been steadily growing. Since opening the new figcili is averag-
ing 30 people in worship per week and has miniséing con-
ducted at or from the new facility four days perekeTo date,
eleven adults and children have been added to tGhkiasgdom
through baptism.

Christ Lutheran Church has begun looking for a fessility that will double its size and is currentiyso search-
ing for a youth minister for our growing base ofidren and youth in attendance. Without Fan into Flame
Funding. Christ Lutheran Church would most likebt have developed into a growing worshiping comrtyuni

The year 2010 should prove to be a time of greawtir and impact in Siloam Springs because ofAthlaze!move-
ment’s support for new mission starts such as €Chutheran Church.
