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BACKPACK SNACKS 
  
Cooper Elementary School started August 15th, and we have started our 

packing of snacks for the needy children there.  We will pack 140 bags 

every two weeks.  Each bag contains 10 snacks along with a notice that the 

program is sponsored by Bella Vista Lutheran Church. 

  

There are many ways in which the congregation can help:  

(1) pray for the children and for this program to be successful; 

(2) financially--make your check payable to BVLC and state that it 

is for Cooper Backpack Program."Today's Prices" --as you well 

know, keep escalating, but it cost about $2.50 per bag.  We try to be 

prudent with your money; 

(3) packing snacks in Fellowship Hall.  Last Friday we packed 140 

bags;  

(4) purchase snacks--be aware of expiration dates and the nutri-

tional value.  We were asked to not use peanut butter, nuts, or juices 

in boxes.  We can use applesauce, fruit in containers, canned meat 

products, poptarts, rice krispy treats, raisins, granola bars, cheese 

& crackers, pudding, graham crackers, fruit snacks,  etc.  

(5) break down the cardboard boxes and take to AARP recycle cen-

ter; 

(6) deliver to Cooper School.  The school provides carts for us to use 

to haul the boxes into the school and we can use the elevator to take 

them to the storage area on the 2nd floor. 

  

We feel that the Holy Spirit is guiding us in this program by using our 

hands for the Lord.  "Here I am, Lord".  He loved the little children and 

so do we at Bella Vista Lutheran Church.  Please call us or email.  Friday 

TLC Group-Dale & Shirley Emling-- facilitators; Aletha Dammann, Vera 

Fenner, Curly & Bob Baehr and Shirley Wiemers.

Beyond Luther 

 Many reformers had lasting effects on the Christian church. You may want to read more about them to 

learn about their lives and legacies. 

 • John Huss (1369-1415) was a Catholic priest from the Czech Republic. He opposed indulgences and 

emphasized right living over sacraments. Huss was burned at the stake. 

 • Swiss priest Ulrich Zwingli (1484-1531) was a father of the Reformed tradition. He taught that peo  

ple should believe and practice only what’s in the Bible. 

 • Thomas Cranmer (1489-1556), a contemporary of Luther, played a large role in the English Reforma-

tion, leading to the formation of the Anglican/Episcopal tradition. He was burned at the stake. 

 • Menno Simons (1496-1561), founder of the Mennonite Church, taught believers’ baptism, nonresis-

tance and symbolic Eucharist. 

 • John Calvin (1509-1564) introduced new forms of liturgy and church government, led the church in 

Geneva and taught the doctrine of predestination. His work influenced the Reformed and Presbyterian tradi-

tions. • George Fox (1624-1691) founded the Society of Friends (Quakers), emphasized the Inner Light of 

Christ and took frequent missionary journeys. 

 • John Wesley (1703-1791), the founder of Methodism, taught the Arminian doctrine of free will and 

emphasized sanctification.

WALTHER‘S 200TH ANNIVERSARY 

 

October 25 is the 200th anniversary of the birth of Synod‘s first President, Dr.  

C. F. W. Walther.  He led the organization of what we know today as the Lutheran 

Church-Missouri Synod.  He began the Concordia Seminary in St. Louis and at 

one time was Pastor for four Congregations serving the German immigrants. 

 

Besides publishing the Lutheraner monthly newspaper which was filled with 

meaningful teachings for the new U. S. citizens, he is responsible for writing ―Law 

and Gospel‖— a textbook still in use today and a ‗Pastoral Theology‘ textbook.  

Dr. Walther was President of the Synod two different times, his presidency  

being interrupted when he took out time to study, write and lecture throughout 

the Synod to clarify the doctrine of Predestination during what was known as the 

Predestination Controversy among sev+eral other Lutheran Synods which was be-

ginning to affect the so-called‘ Missouri Synod‘. 

 

Celebrating the anniversary are several Conferences  being conducted  and the               

restoration of some Reformation Church sites in Germany.  Many Synod Congre-

gations will give praise to the Triune God for the ground work conducted b y Dr. 

Walther in the organizing the Synod and many functions within it.
